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Noah was and still is an 
amazing animal that Wolf Haven 
was privileged to give a home to 
when he was in need. Originally, 
Wolf Haven had nothing to do 
with Noah being rescued. You see 
Noah’s family was rescued from a 
fur breeder in Oklahoma. Noah’s 
parents were pulled from this 
nightmare of a life just before they 
were to be slaughtered. Noah’s 
father and mother were then housed 
at the rescuer’s home where they 
accidentally tied (mated) through 
a fence, even though this was no 
accident from their point of view. 
Once Noah was born, his new 
human family took over and raised 
him. Noah sure seemed to love his 
new life as a domestic wolf. The 
words domestic and wolf generally 
don’t belong together, and in most 
cases, these “pets” don’t last long 
or do well at all. It was decided for 
Noah’s best interest that he would be 

given a home at Wolf 
Haven International, 
where he could live 
out the remainder of 
his life in peace and 
comfort with another 
wolf.

Noah was an 
interesting rescue 
case, because from 
his point of view we 
were not rescuing 
him. We were taking 
him from his Taco 
Bell trips and his 
couch that he could 
lie and chew on at 
the same time. It’s 
not like he wanted to leave this life, 
so it wasn’t a great relief to arrive 
somewhere else. It took Noah a 
while to settle into the new people 
and routines.  

Once Noah found out that this 
new move included girls it made

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(Canis lycaon) throughout its range 
in the US and Canada. Genetic 
studies led the FWS to elevate C. 
lycaon to a separate species status, 
and not a subspecies of the gray wolf 
(Canis lupus). The range of C. lycaon 
in the US overlaps that of C. lupus 
in the Western Great Lakes region, 
complicating the proposal to delist 
wolves in the Western Great Lakes 
region.

What does this mean for wolves 
in the Northeast? At this point, 
FWS has no evidence that there 
is a population of wolves in the 
Northeast; any wild wolves found 
there are likely to be dispersing 
individuals from a neighboring 
Canadian population. If the proposal 
to change C. lycaon to full species 
status is finalized, any wolves entering 
the Northeast will not be protected 
under ESA. The FWS will be 
evaluating what ESA protection is 
needed for C. lycaon as part of their 
proposed status review.

Southwest
Mexican wolf status review

The FWS has determined that 
the Mexican gray wolf (Canis lupus 
baileyi) may warrant reclassification as 
an endangered subspecies under the 
ESA. They are currently conducting 
a status review as part of their 
comprehensive National strategy 
for the gray wolf in the US. The 
Mexican gray wolf ’s entire historic 
range, which runs from Utah and 
western Colorado south into southern 
Mexico, will be evaluated in the 
range-wide status review process. The 
FWS is soliciting public comment 
and new information on the Mexican 
gray wolf during the status review.

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Western Great 
Lakes & Northeast

On May 5, the FWS announced 
that it is proposing to remove ESA 
protections for gray wolves (Canis 
lupus) in the Western Great Lakes 
DPS. Wolf numbers and distribution 
in the Western Great Lakes DPS 
have exceeded the population 
criteria identified in the recovery 
plan, with an estimated population 
in Minnesota of 2,922 wolves, 557 
wolves in Michigan, and 690 wolves 
in Wisconsin. If delisted, wolves will 
be managed by state and tribal wolf 
management plans, and the FWS will 
be monitoring wolves in the DPS for 
five years to ensure wolf survival in 
this region.

In conjunction with the proposal 
to delist the Western Great Lakes 
DPS, the FWS is seeking information 
on the status of the eastern wolf
